“A man who has friends must himself be friendly, but there is a friend who sticks closer than a brother.” (18:24)

“He who has pity on the poor lends to the Lord, and He will pay back what he has given.” (19:17)

12) The Bible will be the ultimate authority in all matters related to my personal life and my business affairs.

He values a real and personal relationship with you far above what you can do for Him. In fact, apart from Jesus, you can do nothing of value for His Kingdom.

Once you have a real and personal relationship with Jesus and become involved in what He is doing in your community, the questions of what, where and how will be answered. Your job is to know and obey Him, not try to do something for Him. The latter is called “Dead Works.” 

Your major tool for community (or business) development is prayer. The Bible says: The effective fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much. When you pray, believe that God has given you what you have asked. Then walk in faith and expect to see God’s answer to your prayer.

Pray, “O God, put in all of us a heart that is easily wooed to Your presence. Help us to pray through all our trials to completion….to listen closely to Your Spirit in our secret time of communion with you….and to put all our confidence in Your revealed Word. In Jesus Name, Amen”   God will be pleased and you will be blessed.
