Why Go To Work? God’s Word (the Bible) says:
“And whatever you do, do it heartily, as to the Lord and not to men, knowing that from the Lord you will receive the reward of your inheritance; for you serve the Lord Christ..”      (Colossians 3:23-24)
Many of us have accepted the misconception that only tasks performed for a church or related organization are “Christian Service”. Everything else is perceived as activities designed to pay the bills or fill in time from one church service to the next. The truth is, there is no such thing as a part-time Christian. We are all called to serve the Lord, so we are all in full-time Christian Service. The only difference is where the paycheck comes from. All of our work is equal and acceptable to the Lord, provided we are doing it unto the Lord, for His glory. That means that your work as a business owner, manager, production worker, office clerk or housewife is just as important as the work of Billy Graham, Pope John Paul, or the President, in the eyes of God.

When Jesus chose His disciples, He did not select well-known religious leaders of His day. Rather, He selected uneducated fishermen, a tax collector and others whose occupations were common among the people. Do you believe in Jesus? Do you know who you are in Christ Jesus? He says you are a royal priesthood, a holy nation set apart to do good works that He established before the foundation of the world. God gives us sufficient grace to do His Will. “For we are God’s fellow workers; you are God’s field, you are God’s building.”     (I Corinthians 3:9)
A Christ-Centered Approach to Work.  Ask the Lord today, if you are doing what He wants you to be doing. If yes, seek His grace so that you can serve Him with all your heart, soul, mind and strength. If not, spend time with the Lord and get a clear picture of His plan for you. Then act on the basis of what He has revealed to you. Trust in Him and not in your own strength or knowledge. He is Able and He is an ever present help in time of trouble.

Are Ethics Outdated? “He whose walk is upright fears the Lord, but he whose ways are devious despises Him.” (Proverbs 14:2) Today many agree that ethics are important, but there is disagreement about what reference point to use in establishing ethical standards.

A Right Motive For Giving. Jesus taught very clearly that giving to the needy must not be done for praise (Matthew 6:1-4) . “When you give to the needy,” he said, give “in secret” and “your Father will reward you.” What if no one ever finds out that I’ve made a large contribution to the church? Does it matter?  What if no one notices the hours I’ve spent helping someone else? Do I care? What if my efforts for the kingdom are largely unappreciated? Do I become discouraged? If I am happy to serve when no one is there to give me credit, I am truly working for the Lord.

His Word For Communities. God is Sovereign over communities just as He is Sovereign over all nations. What He says about nations applies to communities. For those wishing to see righteousness prevail in their own community, believers should follow the Biblical remedy outlined in II Chronicles 7:14 which says:

“If My people who are called by My name (Christians), will humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.”

In November of 1986 the Richland County Ministerial Association, located in Olney, IL sponsored a Day of Prayer that focused on the above promise. Facing high unemployment (over 18 %), due to depressed economic conditions and a high level of hopelessness among the residents, local pastors asked people to attend this service and ask the Lord for help.

Since that day there have been several community-wide and individual church sponsored prayer vigils. In a county with a 1990 population of 16,545, over 3,000 new jobs were created within 10 years. The official Illinois unemployment rates for Richland County were 18.6 % in 1986 and 5.0 % in 1996. Some will attribute this turn-around to more aggressive development efforts or luck. However, informed believers can clearly see how the Lord answered the prayers of His people by doing His three parts of His promise in II Chronicles 7:14.

Another promise for communities is: “Through the blessing of the upright a city is exalted, but by the mouth of the wicked it is destroyed” ( Proverbs 11:11 ) How you speak to others and pray about your community has a lot to do with its overall well-being. Your words have power but God’s Words have absolute power.

God’s Instruction Manual. Suppose for a moment that a wealthy benefactor gave you an airplane. You didn’t know how to fly, but knew it could be done. Climbing into the cockpit you begin to push the buttons, determined to lift off. Finally you come to your senses and realize you would probably crash and kill yourself trying to fly the plane. Although the plane’s manufacturer supplied instructions for operating the plane safely, you know it will take some lessons to learn to pilot the plane.

In our business or community, we oftentimes avoid taking the time for instruction. That is, instruction from the One who created us. He knows that if we mistreat other people by cheating or stealing, the natural result will be suffering and pain for all involved. He cared enough about us to give us a book that would fill us in on the rules and regulations beforehand.

Moses explained to the people of Israel the truth and the consequences: If you obey God’s instructions, you will live; if you disobey, you will die (Deuteronomy 28).  Today, when we read the same words in the Bible do we really believe them? Or, are we like some who find it interesting or inspiring, but not heart-rendering and life-changing? May we cry: “Oh, how I love your law! It is my meditation all the day.”     (Psalm 119:97)

When Not To Charge Interest?  “You shall not charge interest to your brother – interest on money or food or anything that is lent out at interest. To a foreigner you may charge interest, but to your brother you shall not charge interest, that the Lord your God may bless you in all to which you set your hand in the land which you are entering to possess.”    (Deut 23:19-20)
Beware Of Those Who Distort What Is True. Noah Webster in his 1828 Dictionary defined religion as: “religion, in it’s most comprehensive sense, includes a belief in the being and perfections of God, in the revelation of His will to man, in man’s obligations to obey His commands, in a state of reward and punishment, and in man’s accountability to God; and also true godliness or piety of life, with the practice of all moral duties….”

In 1997,  religion as defined in Webster’s Universal College Dictionary, published by Random House, has been revised and distorted to this: “A set of beliefs concerning the cause, nature, and purpose of the universe, especially when considered as the creation of a superhuman agency or agencies, usually involving devotional and ritual observances, and often containing a moral code for the conduct of human affairs. A specific fundamental set of beliefs and practices generally agreed upon by a number of persons or sects.”
